The 2009 season got off to a great start with 40 players
split into 10 teams of 4.

Service Rules

Courtesy of the ITTF Handbook 2008/2009, here are
some of the main points on serves.

2.6.1 Service shall start with the ball resting freely on
the open palm of the server's stationary free hand.

2.6.2 The server shall then project the ball near
vertically upwards, without imparting spin, so that it
rises at least 16cm (6.3 inches) after leaving the palm of
the free hand and then falls without touching anything
before being struck.

2.6.3 As the ball is falling the server shall strike it so that
it touches first his court and then, after passing over or
around the net assembly, touches directly the receiver's
court; in doubles, the ball shall touch successively the
right half court of server and receiver.

2.6.4 From the start of service until it is struck, the ball
shall be above the level of the playing surface and
behind the server's end line, and it shall not be hidden
from the receiver by the server or his doubles partner
and by anything they wear or carry.

2.6.5 As soon as the ball has been projected, the
server’s free arm shall be removed from the space
between the ball and the net. Note: The space between
the ball and the net is defined by the ball, the net and
its indefinite upward extension.

2.6.6 It is the responsibility of the player to serve so
that the umpire or the assistant umpire can see that he
complies with the requirements for a good service.

2.6.6.1 If the umpire is doubtful of the legality of a
service he may, on the first occasion in a match, declare
a let and warn the server.

2.6.6.2 Any subsequent service of doubtful legality of
that player or his doubles partner will result in a point
to the receiver.

2.6.6.3 Whenever there is a clear failure to comply with
the requirements for a good service, no warning shall
be given and the receiver shall score a point.

2.6.7 Exceptionally, the umpire may relax the
requirements for a good service where he is satisfied
that compliance is prevented by physical disability.

Table Tennis to go ahead
without 'Speed Glue'

PARIS (AFP) — Risks of birth defects, nervous system and
lung problems brought about the end of the "speed glue"
era in table tennis and next month's world
championships will be the first without it for over 30
years.

The International Table Tennis Federation banned the
substances from September 1, 2008, or just after China's
clean sweep of gold medals on home soil in the Beijing
Olympics.

That means the elite table tennis scene at the Yokohama
world event from April 28 to May 5 will have changed
markedly compared to previous championships.

Speed glue, first discovered by Hungary's Tibor Klampar
more than 30 years ago, revolutionised the game,
increasing spin and speed by up to 30 percent and
making powerful shots easier to play.

Yet there was a darker side. While the game became a
better spectacle because of powerful, yet effortless
shotmaking, harrowing incidents started the warning
bells ringing.

A player at the Scottish championships collapsed after
his glue can fell over and he inhaled all the fumes.

Some athletes had nervous system-related disorders
such as severe headaches, concentration problems, and
poor awareness. A table tennis shop in Japan was even
raided by youngsters who wanted to "sniff glue".

A respected German table tennis magazine "Deutsche
Tischtennissport" even reported a chemist stating there
had been at least five instances of birth defects in
newborn babies after skin contact with toluene, one of
the toxic solvents in the first generation of speed glues.

Former French national team doctor Christian Palierne,
who carried out major research into the consequences of
speed gluing, told "Deutsche Tischtennissport: "It has
been proved beyond doubt that inhaling solvents during
the speed gluing process has side effects.

"The coaches must ask themselves whether they really
can be answerable for allowing 11- to 13-year-olds to use
speed glue."

Of course all these claims were the extreme end of the
spectrum and on a day-to-day level, health-related
problems were rare. Yet in December 1992, the ITTF
banned speed gluing.

Two months after the ruling, the ITTF rescinded the ban
and instead found a compromise whereby dangerous
glues, containing the most dangerous toxic substances
such as toluene and trichlorethylene, were made
unavailable through control of the market.

The glues were weaker meaning players had to put on
more and more coats of it to get the same speed and
spin-boosting effect, often just prior to each
international match.

ITTF president Adham Sharara believed the repeal of
the speed glue ban in 1993 was a mistake, saying the
decision to ban it on September 2008 will stay.

"There's no going back," Sharara said. "We've made
enough compromises and the end of the Olympic
Games in China spells the end of speed gluing. It would
be irresponsible to ignore all the reports about the
danger of certain chemicals in our society and in our
sport."

Social Table Tennis

As well as the higher grade competition players, the
club also have many social players, who like to have
competition games, but also who play for the fun and
fitness, and socialising.

We hope to increase the number of social players, and
organise more structured competitions for these and all
new players, including coaching.

Social players are encouraged to suggest preferences
for playing.

We like to have a different format for each season to
provide entertainment, the chance to play against
higher grade opponents, and getting to know each
other. This will mean more games for all players, but
also that we will need to be sure to have enough
players to fill in the gaps when other players are not
available on Tuesday nights.

We must thank Barbara and Alistair Pringle for looking
after the new players, and getting involved.
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
